Safety Concerns

DEHYDRATION 4 n

Are you on the edge of dehydration? Often we gather early before a group ride to visit and prepare for the journey
ahead. Sometimes a cup of coffee is consumed along with the socializing. If that coffee contains caffeine it may not be
very beneficial. Caffeine is a diuretic which makes you kidneys remove fluid from your body. Hence, dehydration oc-
curs more quickly and you may notice the need to urinate more often for a while because of it. While each of us has a
different tolerance it might be better to consume that cup of coffee at home and just drink water before the group
ride.

Symptoms of dehydration: Extreme thirst, Less frequent urination, Dark-colored urine, Fatigue, Dizziness,
Dizziness, Confusion.

On long trips | have found that a few sips of water can perk you up and keep you alert. We lose a lot of body moisture
simply by breathing. Here in Arizona (the dry zone) depletion can occur more quickly than one may realize. Always
carry more water than you anticipate will be needed just in case of getting stranded or some other difficulty. Keep up
those good habits, stay vigilant and ride safe.

If you are a member of the AMA please send me your Member ID and expiration Date. This helps us lower with
our insurance when we put on rallies and sanctioned events. If you can forward this information it would be
greatly appreciated.
